Abstract

The ties between sport and society are such that the study of one provides insights into the structure and dynamics of the other. This study examines baseball as an occupation, evaluating past work in this area and searching for new modes of description, explanation and prediction of length of playing career in the major leagues. Since the only currently available statistic is mean length of career, the research begins by exposing the weaknesses of this measure and, as one alternative, developing playing career life tables for three five-year cohorts of major league baseball players. Demographic and performance-based variables are evaluated by step-wise regression and log-linear analysis on their ability to predict year-to-year playing status, and the strongest of these are entered into a regression model to predict length of career for pitchers and non-pitchers.


Hypotheses tested include patterns of playing career attrition and differences in length of playing career distributions by cohort, race, position, and player ability.


It is found that major league playing career attrition rates resemble natural mortality rates, starting high and descending to the nadir in the "strongest" years, then gradually rising as the number of years played increases; that career length has increased over time; that whites continue to be over represented in central (i.e., infield) positions and blacks in non- central positions, while Latins approximate the white distribution; that the distribution of blacks by position has become more inequitable over time, but the Latin positional distribution approaches what one would expect were race not a factor; that non-whites enjoy longer major league careers than whites; that mean age at entry to the major leagues is nearly identical for those in central and non-central positions; that controlling for player competence nullifies the relationship between race and career length.


The analysis includes considerations of institutionalized racism in baseball, alternative post-playing-career opportunity structures, and generalizability of the findings.
